He proposes a TedX talk 
would be a much better idea.  He has experience running TedX’s in Vancoover.   

• Marc Coronado asked what kind of publicity has already been done.  What kind of 
backtracking would have to happen?   

• Julia said Thao created a FB page and attended the Cupertino Earth Day Festival to 
publicize.
